9 For God hath not
appointed us to wrath, but to obtain
salvation by our Lord Jesus Christ,
10 Who died for us, that, whether we
wake or sleep, we should live togeth-
er with him. 11 Wherefore comfort
yourselves together, and edify one
another, even as also ye do.

Then shall the kingdom of heav-
en be likened unto ten virgins, which
took their lamps, and went forth to
meet the bridegroom. 2 And five of
them were wise, and five were fool-
ish.

12 But he answered and
said, Verily I say unto you, I know
you not. 13 Watch therefore, for ye
know neither the day nor the hour
wherein the Son of man cometh.
